EVENT: 2007 EXTREME COLD WEATHER

A Governor's State of Emergency Proclamation has been granted for the 58 counties as a result of the January 2007 Extreme Low Temperatures event.  The counties, cities, and special districts in these jurisdictions that sustained damage or incurred extraordinary emergency response or protective measure expenditures as a result of the incident may submit an application to the Governor's Office of Emergency Services (OES) for state financial assistance under the California Disaster Assistance Act (CDAA).

To be eligible for CDAA, a project application must reach a minimum threshold of $2,500 in state funds.  Enclosed are copies of forms that local agencies must submit to apply for CDAA.  These include the Project Application (CDAA Form 1), a List of Projects (Exhibit B), and a Designation of Applicant's Agent Resolution (OES Form 130).

When completing the OES 130 form, please note that authorized agents can be identified by position title only.  However, applicants must include written correspondence that identifies the individuals who currently fill the named positions.  In addition, if you have open applications in prior disasters, please indicate whether the latest OES 130 form should apply to prior disasters as well.  Note:  You need not submit a new Designation of Applicant's Agent Resolution form (OES 130) if you have previously submitted a universal form to OES that identifies your authorized agent by title.

Following receipt of your signed application, OES will provide you with further instructions regarding preparation of Damage Survey Reports (DSR).  OES is planning on conducting Applicants Briefings via a Regional telephone Conference call.  Additional information will be provided (date, time, port line number) under a separate e-mail.  Applications must be submitted to OES within 60 days from January 11, 2007, the date of the Governor's Proclamation (due date: March 12, 2007).  See required forms, below.

Operational Areas will submit their Initial Damage Estimates (IDE) through OES regions.  OES regions will forward the estimates to OES Response and Recovery Branch.  This information may be used to assist OES in making a recommendation as to whether or not a federal major disaster declaration is warranted.  However, based on current anecdotal information, it does not appear that the state will reach the threshold of $42+ million needed to request activation of the FEMA Public Assistance program.  Also, we do not have reports of the level of physical damages to homes and businesses that would qualify the state for activation of the Individuals and Households Program.  We will be monitoring other impacts, such as disaster related unemployment, to see if there are other programs triggered by a Presidential Declaration that we may be able to request.

Costs that may be covered under CDAA include:

· Overtime salaries and benefits of permanent employees providing disaster relief, such as managing shelter operations or the dissemination of disaster relief information.

· Additionally, regular and overtime costs of temporary personnel employed to deliver disaster services, or to back-fill behind regular staff, may be eligible.

· Normal response costs associated with this type of incident.
· Travel and per diem for emergency relief personnel who are required to travel to conduct disaster related business.
· Emergency food or other life sustaining supplies, such as water, diapers, medicine, etc, distributed at shelters during this freeze event.
· Costs to transport, process, or store emergency supplies.
· Increased operational costs, such as increased gas, electric, or other utilities.  Applicants must demonstrate "extraordinary" as opposed to normal operating expenses.
· Local Assistance Center costs (If established).  LAC operating costs, overtime and regular time costs for special-funded employees are eligible under direct assistance.
· Permanent work related to damage caused by the extreme low temperatures, such as repair of broken waterlines.
Private Nonprofit Organizations (PNP) - A county or city may request reimbursement of eligible disaster costs on behalf of a PNP.  The local agency, however, should have a written agreement with the PNP that provided the disaster related services.  The state will pay 75 percent of eligible costs, and the local agency will be responsible for the remaining 25 percent.
