Subject: Facilitation Funding from DWR

Hi All,
Two good pieces of news...facilitation will be funded and we can submit for what
the GBA has already paid. Here are some details as to how this will work.

We have just been notified by Eric Hong that he is authorizing a 50% cost share
for the GBA facilitation (and six others.) In order to receive the funding, we need
to create a scope of work (SOW) for a defined task with a specified outcome and
a budget. The amount of money available per project ranges from $20,000 to
$50,000 - but Eric noted that $50k is the max and discouraged anyone asking for
that amount. The aim is to fund facilitation for these projects, but also to retain
money for others that DWR is in the process of evaluating.

As far as we can tell, the SOW can have a timeframe from now through June 30,
2011. It can contain more than one deliverable and the deliverables can be
anticipated to be completed at various times within the overall timeframe. The
scope also needs to contain milestones to which we can point as accomplished
during the timeframe of the SOW.

Can someone on your end work with me on this? | need some help with the
deliverables,milestones, and timeline. | thought we might use selecting a
preferred alternative as one deliverable. Perhaps updating the IRWMP as
another? Anyway, the sooner we can get this done, the better.

As for the reimbursement for expended funds, Lelani, can you let me know by
~month, what you paid out for all of 20097 Then we will submit that figure to Eric
(plus any additional such as January 2010) and he says he will get you back 50%
of the total. '

Thanks and we will keep our fingers crossed!

- Board Votes to Support Measure to Invest in State’s Water System

The ACWA Board of Dlrectors today endorsed an $11.14 billion water bond measure slated for the Novemb
2010 baIlot

At'its ' meeting-today.in Sacramento, the Board voted to formally support the Safe, Clean and Reliable Drink
Water Supply Act of 2010, saying it would provide much-needed funding for water supply reliability, Delta
sustainability; water recycling, conservation, surface and groundwater storage, groundwater p-rotecti‘ ¢
p, and drought rellef O :

“With passage of the leglslatlve package last November, we have a framework for movmg ahead W
soly |'ons Now it is essential that we pass this water bond to provide funding for the projects. and st
that are central to solving our extreme water supply challenges,” ACWA Presndent Paul Kelley sald “W
afford not to make this overdue investment in our water system.”

The Safe, Clean and Reliable Drlnklng Water Supply Act of 2010 was part of a comprehensive water packac
approved by the Legislature and signed by Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger in November. If approved by votel
wnll fund projects and programs to improve water supply reliability, sustain and restore the Delta, improve
operatlon of the state’s water infrastructure, expand water conservation and recycling, and protect
groundwater and watersheds It includes funding for all reglons of California.

Kelley noted the measure would fund the kinds of programs and projects ACWA has advocated since releas
its 2005 water policy document, “No Time to Waste: A Blueprint for California Water.” The document

recommended a comprehensive suite of actions and investments to ensure California has the water supply
system |t W|ll need in the comlng decades.

ACWA is- preparmg a member kit on the bond to assist members in educatlng the public about the meas re
and W|lI dlstrlbute the materials next week. '
